APPLICATION REQUIREMENTS

Application Form

High School Transcript

A transcript is required if you have less than 24 baccalaureate credits from a regionally accredited college.

If you did not graduate from high school, you may submit the General Education Development (GED) test results in
addition to your high school transcript. Your GED should be sent directly from the testing center to the Admissions
Office.

College, university, business, or post-secondary school transcripts are required.
You must have official transcripts from EACH school sent directly by EACH school to the Admissions Office. Tran-
scripts sent via fax or personally delivered will not be considered official.

Scholastic Assessment Test (SAT) or American College Test (ACT) score is required by UH Hilo if you have
less than 24 semester credit hours from a regionally accredited U.S. college in courses equivalent to courses at UH
Hilo.

$50.00 Application fee. This fee is nonrefundable and nontransferable. It is required by each campus to which you
apply, each time you apply. A money order or check payable to “University of Hawai‘i” must accompany the

Application Form. The application fee is not required for unclassified or concurrent enroliment.
